The 51st (Highland) Division was a Territorial Division that fought with distinction during both World Wars.
In his talk, Angus Hay presents the sequence of events that led to the capture of the 51st (Highland) Division in 1940.

After being cut off from the British Expeditionary Force (BEF), the Division was forced to retreat to St. Valéry-en-Caux where attempts were made to evacuate it by the Royal Navy, prior to its surrender to the Germans. Thereafter, Angus Hay describes the conditions endured by the soldiers as Prisoners-of-War.

Angus Hay is a former army officer. He  has travelled extensively, and, as an amateur historian, has researched and written about a number of historical events relating to the British Army in the countries in which he has lived.
His interest in the 51st (Highland) Division and its surrender at St. Valéry-en-Caux was due, as his father, a Gordon Highlander, was captured there – subsequently spending five years as a Prisoner-of-War in Germany.
